The documents suppiorg the equest to corene a session tiie PPT with the primaiobjectie of
focusing on “the last phaseté var, the period after the cgilse ofthe peace pressand especixll
the last monthsivere receved and acgpted on Neember 1920009.
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The notifcaion of the pocedues and the uitetion to paticipae in the session t¢iie PPT in Dulin
were submitted to thegpresentave of the Gavemment of Sri Lanka in Londom.E. Justice Nihal
Jyasingheon December 2009.

Ther were rumepus accus@ns tha Sri Lankan securitgrEes vere guilty ofviolaing the Genea
Cornventions on arfare and ofharsing committed r@ss var crimes and crimegast humanity
paticulaty during the lasive months othe var, between druary and Mg 2009T he haiges intuded
the bombing ofcivilian héitaions hospitalsand gvemment-podaimed'saéty ones’or ‘no fire
zoneshby securitydrcescausing intmeible deths of cviliansdoctos and aid erkers. Additionalyy,
the dages also inaded dpriving the populson of essential seces sutas bod,weter, and health
facilities in ar Dnesand other gve crimesgainst humanity

Even bebre the var ended,JN agencies had beeaiuing their concarto the Sri Lankan Gemment
over the lgel of impunity surounding human rightbasesthe contimied #tadks on crilians ly its
amed brcesand the denial ddid to the local poptian residing in &as érmety administexd by
the Libestion Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTE). NonethelessSri Lankan securitgrEes completgl
ignored these amings and contired their deagllassaulin the immedi@ months after theaw
atention shifted to the plight aker 280,000 Sri Lank&amils érced to We in intenment camps in
theVanni egion.Densg} pa&ed in campsvith inadequa infrastucture to povide sad food, water,
sanitdon and healthecilitiesthe Gaovemment announced thihe intenally displaced people (IDPs)
would be kpt thee until thg had beersceenedfor possite LTTE sympéhies In subsequent
weeksreports poued in of scoes of Tamil yuths disppearing fom the camp$aving been tadn
away by securitydrces and@gvemment-sponsed paamilitay goups Hundreds ag feaed to hae
died.

Following the intawraional outcy resulting fom the brcible detention ofamil people in these camps
for more than 5 monthshe Garemment announced tha signitant mmber ofthem vould be
resettledHowever, it has beergported in the BBC and othenm& media thia consideble rumber
of those eleased&we simpy moved to nev saellite camps iremote agasT he Sri Lankan Gemment

human rights standiy is regarded as gason.

2)Was thee an intentional ik€tion of conditions oflife calculed to bring laout the destrction of
patt of theTamil populion,inter alia the gheivation of access tmbd and medicineonsistent with
the deinition of ‘extemindion’ eldorated undefcrimes gainst humanityvithin the Rme Staute?

3) Have Sri Lankanagyemment brces violted the intardional lav of war by ececuting \ar prisones
who surendeed themsebs to the Sri Lank&rmy? Hae Sri Lankan ared brces subjectethmils
tha they have catured,or those o hare surendeed,to torture? Hae thee been ousges committed
against the paional dignity oprisoneg or humiliding and dgrading tedament inficted upon them?

4) Hare seual assault andoe been used aggons ofwar?

5) Have murder and diggpeaance ofTamil people in coravention ofthe Rome Staute on'Enforced
disgppeaances opersons'taken place?

6) Has thex been mass plartation and detention ofamil people in corgvention of intemational
lawv?

7) Have Sri Lankan ared brces committedav crimes ypindiscriminizly using heg/ wegonry and
air paver in densglpopuléed aeas? Hae the utilizd wegons brbidden ly intenaional lay, sud
as tuster nunitions and wgons ofchemical nare?

8) Have Sri Lankanayemment brces committed av crimes Y desecting the dead?

ThisTribunal is dealing with the crimes commitiethb Sri Lankanogemment,but not with the
crimes committedytthe OTE forces in the ar.

The reasondr this is thehumanitarian vawas ceded to potect citiens fom the St Any crime
committed lg indviduals or goups can be judd and punisheg the Stie However, crimes committed
by the Stie usuayl result in impunifyas the Sta is not willing to juggand punish itsam actions

The céegory of human rights vidi@ns in intenaional lav gplies speddally to the Ste The
action ofthisTribunal is a méanism toatify this principle
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3. The 2002 CFA and the Breakdown of Peace Talks

O n the 22 of February 2002the Gavemment of Sri Lanka (GoSL) and the Liiem
Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTE) signed a peranent Ceased Agreement (Ck), formalizing
the uniléeral truce delared ty theTigers The Norwegian peace eoys wo facilitaed
the signing othe @reement wre baked ly the Co-bairs of the donor countrieshe
were overseeing the Sri Lankan peace@ssnamey the EUJ USA,BHpan and Noray. The overall
objectve was to “ind a neotiaed solution to the owing conlict in Sri Lank&.The CRA was
intended to be “a means e$thlishing a posite amosphee upon wkich further stps tovards
negotidions on a lasting solution can betédkA searte bod, the Sri Lanka Monitoring Mission
(SLMM),was ceded to monitor ceased violdions Its membes were diawn primary from Norway,
SwedenFinland Denmak and Icelandl' he varweal people on the Islanidpth Tamils as vell as
Sinhalesevere suppative of the CRA, as vas the Sri Lankaubiness comumity and theirxdemal
patners

Ther were cetain initial bend&s following the signing ahe CRA. The ceasgt paed the \ay for
six ounds ofdirect peace talks betan the GoSL and th@ TE. Mutual conflence \&s ebuilt on
the basis othe CFA and n& political and social spacesawpened up allong all commnities to
mutualy inteact with edtother and to initia a long deyad inter ethnic dialgue The ceasgt also
facilitaed the opening aheA-9 highvey — the onl land oute linking thea¥na peninsula with the
rest ofthe Island —a-linking the Ndh and the South.

Despite the historical sigoénce ofthe ceaseg, its benafs were shot lived as the Gkgradualy

fell goart. Even though the sixounds oftalks alsieved considable succesthe overall signiicance
soon staed to fide way. Limited hostilitiesascommenced inta2005and the coriiict escatad after
July 2006 Through masee militay offensves the GoSL dove the DT TE out of the entie Eastar

Province andx@ended opetions to the nah of the county.

By 2007 five yeas after the Ck was signedthe situion was described as “untbeed var”
chamacteried ly high casualtiesumanitarian stefand lage- scale displacemeRobllowing the
completion ofthe easter offensives the GoSL announced thigs troops vould be meed to the
northem aeasin order to egain the “gueilla- administed teritory”. On the 29 of Jaruary 2008,
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the GoSL diicially revealed its withawal from the CA. Both paties accused daather ofviolaing
the CIA and thus walening the mtual confdence thiahad been &deved.

The filue of the CIA has beentibuted to a nmber ofcausedVhile the GoSL accused tHerE
of repededly violding the ceasieg the LTTE accused the $taand its aned toops ofundemining
confidence- bilding meases and oot delvering peace \ddends tolamil peopleving in var
affected agasIn adlition, both paties taded accusans egarding tageted assasstimans of high
profile indviduals belonging to the opposingyp&urthemore, the delged esponse othe GoSL in
beginning econstuction andehailitation work in the varravaged aeasand in &iling to enserthe
social and economielix being othe peoplecontributed signitanty to ending nutual confdence
Especial after the Indian OcedsunamiTamils &t nglectedmaginalizd and discrimited aainst,
increasing their distst. Moreover, had-line Sinhalese tranalists put all theirfefts into Boding
ary positve derelopment \wich would guaaintee the rights dhe Tamil people and impre their
living conditionsThey had opposed the BFince its ing#ion, and usedwery possike means to
undemine and walen it.

It has also been pointed outttih@emational actos did not interene in a mductve and een-
handed manner to strgthen the G¥and to uphold the hievements aérad realizd. In paticular
the USAUK and othes haee been accused nhdemining the ITE and its commitment to peace
by repededly calling dr a completeeruncidgion of violence “in wrd and deedThe Euppean
Unioris decision to ban th& LE even bebre the var stated has also been seen ase gror tha
destoyed the parity oftdus necessgafor the continaion of the peace pcess

Furthemore, it has been assed tha the “Washington gisode”led the I TE to withdiw from
direct talks after tlyanere excluded fom talks inVashingtonIn adlition,the USA has been accused
of being instimental in undemining the Bst-Tsunami Opetional Mangement Stictue (P-TOMS),
which was put in place as a igtif mebanism to cay out joint ehabilitation and elief work in the
Tsunami-dectedTamil aeashy insisting that would not diect mong to ary joint fund other than
the Govemment teasuy. A further setbdccame in 2008hen the Euspean Union atked the I TE

to its list ofterorist oganizéions while e/en the GoSLamainedeluctant to ban thEigers in Sri
Lanka.

Throughout the sixeas tha the CFA was in placéhe SLMMwhich was an autonomous and inijaer
body estalished to monitor theuice accused both pas ofviolaing the ceasieé agreementUntil
its opegtion ceased imdialy 2008following the GoSk uniléeral drogation of the CRA, the SLMM
conducted erificgion and monitoring oparons in the cortict aeaslit had tw main objectes:to
assist the GoSL and th€&TE in implementing the GFpropety, and to inque into andeport on
violdions of the CHRA. In the period thiafollowed the signing athe CRA, the SLMM obseed a
“considerable and notable reduction of violence”.

In spite ofminor setbdcs the initial period after the B&faked a tear stp forward with regard to
deceasing acts dfostilities and aeving impotant beakthoughs in the dect talksHowever, this
success gended on the equaltsisof the two paties and once thisag beabed,mainy as aesult
of theWashington gisodethe CRA stated to lose ééctvenessAs a esultnew hostilities emged,
which eventual evolved into a full scaleawvand pushed Sri Lanka bato a becoming a Killingpi
once gain.
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4. The Atrocities of the Last Weeks of the War

his pat of the eport of the Tribunal is écussed on the tédrle consequences tife

taken lty the Goemment of Sri Lanka inaspect to theTTE forcesand the eilians
associated with them.

The tritunal listened to geral pesentdons ly NGOs expets on the ecent and cuent “cvil war”
situdion in Sri Lankain front of a pullic audiencelhe Tribunal listened to a g@r rumber of
witnessesvictims human rights dehdes, joumalists andamils fom the diasparin‘in camea
sessionsh order to potect their identity

In its work theTribunal vas eminded seeral times thiathis cvil war was a “var without witnesses”
because the GoSL hadyanted either ni@nal or intenaional media a@rage. In fact,some ofthe
ealy victims wre the may joumalists thiawere murdeied ty unknavn assassinsomething wich
agppeaed to sere the genda ofthe Gaovemment ly silencing critical opiniobhe impession heldyb
most &pets and witnesses istthias was a @il war, and anxercise in ethnideansingperhgs een
genocideand thathe Goremment did not wish to sheathiswith the medialnstead signifcant
misinformaion as to the policigthe ighting and the ombes and werall well-being ofcivilians in
LTTE-contolled aeas \as povided ly Colombo

This misinbrmation frequent undeestim#ed the amber ofTamil cvilians within LTE-contolled
areas o were trgpped ly the militay, and e&posed totsad by aicraft and aillery. It was ony when
the inal exodus fom the nuch diminished TTE-held teritory began,and the interally displaced
peisons (IDPs) are counted that was seen tihéhe govemment had misinfmed both the rienal
and the intaraional pultic.

The arocities cared out ly the militay reldae paticulaty to cviliansand thee is ®idence ofduster
munitions being dpped ly warplanesSome witnessesported tha white phosphaus vas used in
violdion of intemaional lav Several withesses had seamrbmaks on wounded aiilians Otheis
beliaved thaindicdions of ngpalm vere gppaent,and @idence ofother incendigrdevices has been
confirmed ly doctos who had card r hundeds of Tamil cvilians wunded in this mannet he
sight ofhundeds ofdead bodiesag eported ty a mmber ofwitnessed his indictes thain adlition
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to the mag wounded and the healoss ofcwilian li, the destiction of cwvilian infastucture
essentialoi human wllbeing \as common (with @men and luldren among those tated) in the
diminishing aas contilled ly the ITTE.

The frequent use dheay atillery by the militay against T TE forces in aiillian aeasinduding on
pubic huildings sutas hospitals ancheols as inditad dove, constitutes a vidlan of the Genea
ConventionsThe populace sigred fom the lak of poteble weter, ladk of access to essential medical
cae and contining lak of access to edummal fcilitiesVirtuall all their basic human rightsrev
violaed.Further, loss ofcivilian lie under these conditionasvery high By April 2009accoding to
intemal documents adhe United NBons use ofheay wegons combined with airaids caused the
dedh of some 116 psons edtda. Further, British and Fend media indidad tha during theihal
weeks offighting some 20.00@mils vere killed.

The d@tempt to annihike theTamil populaon with or without the use adllegal wegons ceainly
constitutes oneofm of war crimeThe questionemains ifthe govemment intendedegocide in
respect ofthe Tamil people in lotally suppessing amed and politicaksistancérom epet and
gye-witness testimgnit would seem c#in tha the militay dtaded tagets of a puely cvilian
naure, sut as hospitalfleeing IDPs and mawillages Further, evidence thiathe militay executed
both Tamil cvilians and TTE prisones of war, who in some cases haoluntariy surendeed,
further suppds daiges ofethnic teansing and vigians of intemational lav.

Before dawing aiy condusionsother &rocities andtaises ofTamil cvilians need to be consieer
Witness testimgnon IDP “camps”or perh@as “concengtion camps’as sugested §p testimow
demandsttention.Portrayed ty the gvemment as tempaty residentialdcilities pending thetum
home or esettlement othose detained within thethe camps &re desigrtad as “wlfare villges”
by the gvemment.Fifteen sut IDP camps @re so desigited. These camps contia to be inigpss
violdion of the Genea Cowentions and the Urersal Detaration of Human RightdMary tragedies
within the campsewe reported to theTribunal memberLiving space &s ery modestcover was of
gahanised tin Wich in hot conditions became a health ldapéen esulting in poor skin conditions
Mary dildren in paticular but also wmen and thegad, died fom diseases $uas bolea and
malrutrition. Water suppt was a sigrigant poblem, with five litres per dafor all the needs ad
family being totaylinadequa and thedening to healtiSuficient vater for simple fgienetoilet use
and the wshing ofdothes (most IDPs had gnihe tothes on their b&s) was simpl unaaildle.
Garba@e remained in placand toilets pits consitted without cement often cpliad leading to
flooding and,in some casethe downing of children. Mary cildren had lost both pamts and
become grhansor only had the mtection ofa sintge paent,and vere thus vulneble to the man
daneers luking in the camps

Another unacgaable govemment polig was the withholding dbod,and the use ahis tactic as a
tool to coece and tdure Tamil cviliansThe Hodkade offood supplies and deliberundeestiméion
of the umbes of cwilians within the TTE-contwolled aeas also led to dawgus bod shotages
The adiitional withholding omedical supplies T@amil cvilians is equgllnacgetable and a vioten
of humanitarian V&

Seual duse and theype of women ly govemment toops vas gt anothertaocity iepeded thoughout
the cvil war by govemment militay in destoyed villges and in the “alfare villaes”. This pactice

which is in violtion of the Rhme Staute as a crim@ainst humanitjed to tegedies sutas hortions

and suicide on the paf victims unble to lve with Bmily shame and mentaaimaT his poliy of

targeting alsomplied toTamils Wing outside the cdidt zone Apartt from mass grtations selectie

terror campaignsere caried out ly means otbductionsassassitians arbitiary arestsdetention,
seual assault and tare.
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The inbrmaion provided in the pagrgphs dove can bedund in the eports of Human Rights
Wetch (28.07.09 and 24.11.08) Amnesty Intendional (10.08.09and of the Cente for Rolicy
Altemaives (Sptember 2009).

In summay, in puisuing its ambitions temove the thed tha LTTE forces pesented and to cootr
the Tamil cvilian populaon, the Garemment of Sri Lanka psued militar actions in vioteon of
intemaional lav, induding the Gena Comventions and the Diegation of Human Right3 he esulting
arocities ofrape torture, assassitians “disgppeaances and withholding ofood,water and medical
supplies brtalised and teaened the swival of theTamil commnity The use ottillery and illgal
wegons sue as white phosphars and luster nunitions places theogemment outside ageed
intemational Igal standals It is not suprising thaachaiges ofdrocitiesethnic &eansing and indeed
genocide hae been kelled & Colombo War crimes and crimegainst humanityleaty gppear to
have been committed.

5.2 Crimes gainst humanity

The actions inaded under the points bied disppeaances) and 3 (vititns committed in the
IDP camps during and after tharjvdeaty constitute “crimeggainst humanity’as defed in the
Rome Staute Article 7,specifcally in the bllowing sections:

Any ofthe following abenvweommitted dasoparwidesgad or systemati& ditacted agst anyviian
population, with knowletlgeattac

(a) Murder

(b) Extenination

(d) Dpotation or folte transf ofpopulation;

(g) Rpesexual sk, enfaed pstitution, ded gynangcenfaed sterilization, or any athefdexrual
violence @mpalalgnaty;

(h) Rrsecutioniagt any identi@iaoup or collattion political, racial, nationak@thredeligiougender
as defined in paragraph 3, coutldsrtgaearniersallgognied as impessib under imational lam
connection with angéaetrto in this paragraph or any crime within the jines@uijion of

(i) Enfared disappeararErsons;

5.3 The possille commission of the crime of genocide

Although the lbaige of genocide s not inlwded in the inqugrrequested ofhe Tribunal,some of
the oganizéions and paions thagave testimon insisted that be ecanizd thagenocide occued,
or ma have occured, against theTamil populon in Sri Lankalhere was not enoughvaence
presented befe theTribunal to detemine thathe crime ofgenocide be alkkd to the lcaiges ofwar
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crimes and crimegaanst humanitysome ofthe facts pesented should besestigted thooughy, as
possilke acts ofgenocideSud facts infude the dllowing:

- A possilte patem of forced “disppeaances’of Tamil indviduals cared out ly the Sri
Lankan aned brces andypaamilitay forces with the acquiescencehef Stee, directed
against cucial memberof theTamil commnity (jounalistsphysiciangoliticians) to desly,

as Lemkin saidthe gounds or the continity of the lie of the goup”(in this casehe
Tamil goup);and

- The pesistence othe situion of theTamil populion in the IDP campshe contimity
of shootingssysteniic rgpe and drced “disppeaances;the widesgad destrction of
infrastucture in those p#s of the county where thee is a conceration of Tamilsand the
lad of food, medicine and other fundamental needthe continity of life of the Tamil
people

Although thedcts listedtmove ae curent,we hae not eceved enoughwdence to ifade them as
chaiges However, the Tribunal aknowvledgs the impdance ofcontiruing irvestigtion into the
possibility ofgenocide

5.4T he right of any human being to be under the patection of humanitarian law

The so-called fgbal var on teror” has poduced the idea thary act committed in si@a var
should be allged as the best means toeded most dargous enem This kind of new security
paiadigm has led to the justfion of human rights vidians gainst those memlseof the populdon
labeled “terorists”. It is fundamentalof the \erdict of this Tribunal th& even considering crimes
committed ly the TTE forcesthe allged “terorists”are under the @tection ofhumanitarian va
Neither var crimemor crimesgainst humanity (théaiges thahave beenecagnizd ly thisTribunal)
would be justiéd by ary act committedybthe victims

The impotance ofhighlighting this question is thaithin this ne security padigmmembes of
the populton labelled as “teorists”,or ary other &treme quali€aion, would be gcluded fom the
rest of humanity and thefore would not enjg ary pmotections ensed ty human rightsva This
assumption auld dery the &istence ohuman rights¥aas sut.

5.5 The alleged commission of “crimes against the peace”

The last crime submitted to firdbunal deals with théage of “crimes gainst the peacellegedl,
the Govemment of Sri Lanka and somextemal forces”conspied to commit a “ar of aggression”.
Crimes gainst the peacesve deined in the Nuembeg Tribunal as(i) Planningprepaietion, initicion
or weging ofa var of aggression or a & in viol&ion of intemational tedies agreements or assurces
and/or (ii) paticipaion in a common plan or congay for the accomplishment afy of sud acts

The poblem Pr this Tribunal egarding this parof the accus@n is not on} with the gidence
provided to th@ribunal to suppathe taige but also (and maiplwith the consequencesacteting
sud a concpt as parof humanitarian V&

The idea ofa crime gainst the peace supposes fgeace xasts and thtaone side othe conlict
breaks this peaceful stiaa through a \ar of aggression.

However, in the majority othe amed conlicts tha humanity hee sufered,the situaon can be
anaysed fom a moe subtle and compleespectie The deinition of the irst ofender in an amed
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conflict is dificult to detemine and subjegd The manner in ich yeas of oppression accuntete
to a critical kel mg easyl become tharkt act in a “ar of aggressior.

Tha is the case ahe yas of war within Sri Lank&he pespectre thiough vhich the conlict is
anaysed dehes viho may be baged with “crimesgainst the peacerha is the eason th&ribunal
will not endose speait dhaiges in egards to suls a crime

Neverthelesmon the basis dhe &idence obtained and the testimoniesiftbaiTribunal aknowvledgs
the responsibilities ahe intenaional commnity inasnuch it did not tak concete stps to pevent
violdions of the human rights afhe Tamil peopleand subsequeyntbmitted the pwsuit of war
crimes and crimeganst humanity

The Tribunal stesses theesponsibility othe Member Stes of the United Naons tha have not
complied with their mat obigation to seek justiceif the violdons of human rights committed
during the last period @far. After repeded pleasand in spite ofhe gpalling conditionsxperienced
by Tamilsthe UN Human Rights Council and the UN Security Coaitexl fo estdish an indgendent
commission ofnquily to investigte those eésponsile for the @rocities committed due to political
pressue eerted by cetain Membex

It also highlights the conduct tife Eubpean Union in underining the CK of 2002.n spite of
being ware of the detrimental consequences to a peacegsin the makijthe EU decided - under
pressue from the United Stes and the United Kingdom - to list M (Tamil Resistance Mement,
which induded the TTE) as a teorist oganizéion in 2006This decision alleed the Sri Lankan
Govemment to bead the ceaseé greement ancerstar military opestions leading to the massi
violdions listedlaove. It also points to the fukksponsibility othose gvemmentsled ty the United
Stdes tha are conducting the so-called “Glokr onTeror” (GWOT) in providing political
endosement othe conduct othe Sri Lankan Gemment and amed brces in a ar thais primary
targeted gainst theTamil people

TheTribunal also points to the @at esponsibility oarious countries in @riding the Sri Lankan
Govemment with \@gons Some otthese waons ag bannedycorventions sutas the Carention
on Cetain CowentionaWegons (CCW)nd othesx In adlition,some ofthose countries alsaimed
Sri Lankan militgrforces during the ceasefperiod.

6. Recommenddions

— Implement a political persharing solution thgives theTamil people a pactve and
legitimde ole in the adminisiion and margement ofthe Notheastwhile upholding
their rights to equal ciizship paticipaion and epresentaon & all levels and ensuring a
free fair, and peaceful elecébpiocess inggard to paliamentay elections seduled dr
May 2010and

— Signratify and implement thEreay of Rome estalishing the Interaional Criminal Cotwr
As far as the cuent situéion in the camps andrfintemally Displaced &sonsthe PPT @commends:

— Allow free and unlimited access to humanitargamions sut as the Interdional
Committee otthe Red Cpss human rights dehdes and media to theefugee camps;

— Hand conwl of the camps &m militay to cvilian authoritiesind ensrthe esettlement
of Tamils in their ieve landsmanged ly cwvilian authorities andierseen i intenaional
organizaions with the full and ae# paticipaion of the afected people;

— Ensue implement#n of standadts or saé retums sud as the UN Guiding Principles
on Intenal Displacemengnd allav indgendent interaional monitoring ofretumees
rehailitation, and econstuction actiities;

— Cary out impact assessments and human,aunditset up a mieanism ofaccountaility
and compensan after a pper assessment dédmaes sufered by theTamil peopleand

— Address the pécular condition ofmomen,children,and spased familiesallonving
access to basic gieespost-var rehailitetion, educton, and health and phlogical cag
induding teament br Rost-Traumaic Stess Disater (PTSD).

6.2 To the International Community, Donor Governments and the United Ndions

and subsequentawcrimes and crimegamst humanity and guision of the Sri Lankan
Govemment with vegons during the ceasef

» Estdlish a feld ofice ofthe UNHRC to allev for indgoendent monitoring ahe human
rights situion of the Tamil peopleand the implemeritan of Tamil ehdilitetion and

resettlement pgrammesas vell as meases aimedtaeinstéing fundamental rights
freedoms and thele of law;

» Crde an integovemmental and inteageng task érce to coadinge donor gencies’
actvities to suppampeace anceconciliion processesandmine leaancerehdilitation
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andpost-war reconstuction,subject to the rights and wishesh&Tamils;

* Provide theTamil people with means to emsthreir sustaibé livelihoods and meet
basic human need@sd suppdrconfidence-hilding pograms to erae intercultual and
interethnic dialgue betwen the Sinhala amdmil peoples;

* Investigte the inal use and pper edistrilution of intemational emegeng and
development aid to Sri Lankar tsunamielief and post-disastezaonstuction;

» Appoint a special intetional elect@l monitoring missiowf the upcoming pamentay
electionsstheduleddr 2010and

» Demand that the right to a fair and transparent trial be recognized for the 12,000 plus

political prisonercurently detained in Sri Lankan prisons
6.3 Conduding Remarks

The PPT cannot cohale its wrk without spedci¢ally recaynizing the fundamental contriion of
those gewitnesses o had the coage to comedrward to testify ondcts thahave touted their
lives pofoundly and brever. They ae the most qualkfd iepresentaves ofthe victimswhose mmbes
will never be knan and wose sudering could ner be described in fullhe ecanition and patection
of their rights @& the easonsdr the &istence and acities ofthe PPT

The PPT is alsoel avare tha in the curent situion the rights othose thawitnessed thdracities
committed in the countrae vulnegble to futher violéions both diectly ajainst their peional
freedom and Bf and though the pesecution ottheir amilies

Therefore, the PPT dedares tha any hamm that might happen to those thatestified or to their
families should be considegd as the &clusive responsibility of those authorities and actas
addressed within our judgement. We commit ourselves to maintain a shap attention to the
safety of the witnesses Wwo have courageously contributed to the fact-finding task of the
tribunal. If anything would happen to ary of them, we will hold the government of Sri Lanka
responsille for that.

The PPT futhemore detares its eadiness and commitment tcetak acte ole in monitoring and
promptly acting on anconsequence tiihe withesses might&rfdue to thedict ofhaving contrilited
to our work and delibetions
